The Western States 1000 is a tour rally for motorcycles of approximately 1000 miles in length.  
Double the Oregon 500, and spread over two days, this is the opportunity to capture a few of 
those further off Grand Tour checkpoints. 

Sign-in will be between 4:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. at Beaverton Yamaha-Suzuki, Tigard, Oregon.  The  
starting time will be between 4:30 a.m. to 6:30 a.m.  Again, free coffee, tea and pastries will be 
provided (donations gladly accepted for the Vernonia Food Bank).

Summer is in full swing and it is time to put in two back to back solid days of winding road riding 
over dappled creeks surrounded by insects dancing in the warm sunlight, through green wheat 
fields and by stunning mountain vistas.  Knowing you have yet another day of riding tomorrow 
makes the day even more pleasurable.

In addition, meeting up with your fellow riders for food and fun at the halfway point, 500 miles 
away from home, grows the bond we two wheeled riders already feel.  Make your reservations 
early as rooms go fast.  

On the return trip, the finish cut-off time is 7:00 p.m.  Dinner is  5:00 - 7:15 p.m. and awards will 
be presented starting at 7:15 p.m.  The winning times will be established by averaging all the 
times of all the finishing motorcycles.  The entrant finishing nearest the official average time, plus 
or minus, will be declared the winner.  Unclaimed awards will not be forwarded.  In the event of a 
tie, the earliest entry wins.

The Oregon weather can change in a minute, so dress warmly and keep dry, and our best 
suggestion for enjoying the day - ride in groups of two to four motorcycles.  A large group will 
slow you down at gas stops, rest stops and checkpoints.  Besides, you will run into old and new 
friends around each corner. 

As a safety precaution all participants are urged to strictly observe all State and Local traffic laws.  
The Rose City Western States 1000 is not a race.
